A full range of traditional Greek, Eu-
ropean and continental pastries (baklava,
galaktoboureko, petits fours et al) is com-
plemented by exceptional European
breads, specialty cakes of the highest
order, and sublime specialty coffees.

Further distinguishing Select is its
prepared foods. No time to cook?
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Moussaka, pastitsio, Greek-style lemon
oregano chicken — and many other en-
trées — plus the full gamut of Greek dips
and sauces — are prepared fresh daily for
your dining pleasure. Many entrées are
available fresh or frozen, and most are suit-
able for freezing. Need to entertain on

_ short notice? Select is a
one-stop destination for
party trays, rolls, and re-
lated comestibles. And
its ultraconvenient loca-
tion on Donlands just
south of O’Connor has
ample, inexpensive
meter parking at the
front door.

But we digress from
the baked temptations.
Among the highlights at
Select are:

Bread: crusty on the
outside, buttery soft
on the inside;

» Chocolate-covered baklava: a hybrid pi-
oneered by Select, it picks up where “to
die for” leaves off;

* Mille feuilles: Select’s version makes a
good run at the proverbial thousand
sheets, each one shatteringly good.
